Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
3. Remove the driver's dashboard lower cover:
* Remove the self-tapping screw.

¢ Release the four clips on the left side first by
pulling out on the driver's dashboard lower
cover.

e After releasing the four clips, insert the flat-tip
screwdriver between the clip and the
dashboard frame. Gently twist the screwdriver
to release the clip.

* Release the two clips on the right side.
e Unplug the vehicle connector, and remove the

lower cover.

Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

46. Pull up on the driver’s window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for a
second or 2 more.

47. Testthe driver's window AUTO function.
