¢ These instructions show the left door visors being
installed. The same procedure applies to installing the
right door visors.

¢ Be careful not to damage the paint finish or glass run
channels when installing the door visors.

¢ Handle the door visors with care. They are not
designed to absorb shock or impact.

* This door visor kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60° F (15°C) or above.

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours.

26. Raise and lower all the windows several times to
seat the glass run channels.
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USE AND CARE

* To clean the door visor, wipe it with a soft cloth

dampened with clean water.

To remove dust and dirt, clean with a soft cloth
dampened with a mild detergent and water solution.
Never use organic solvents such as thinner, benzine,

alcohol, etc., or cleaners containing abrasive
compounds.
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
